SOL!D WASTE MAMAGEMENT BYLAWS QF THE COIMBATORE CITY MUN!CiPAL CORPORATiON
COIMBATORE FRAMED UNDER SECTION 432 OF TAMIL NADU ACT 25 OF 1881

1.0 Title: This shall be called as the “Coimbatore City Municipal Corporation Solid Waste Management Bylaws,
2016". S ' o

2.0 Extent of application: This bylaw applies to every public place within the iirmits of Coimbatore'City and:te
each and every generator of Solid Wastes and to every premises under the ownership or occupation of any person within
the Frmits of CCMC.

3 0 Definition: In this bylaw and the Schedule attached thereto, the words and expressaons used but not defined
shall have the meanings respectlve!y assigned to them in the Coimbatora City Municipal Corporation Act (Tamil Nadu Act
XXV/1981), unless the context otherwise requires. The following words shall have the meaning herein defined:

3. “anaerobuc dlgestuon" means a confrolled process involving microbial decomposition of organic matter in the
absence of oxygen;

5. "authorrsatmn” means the permlssron glven by tha State Poliution Cantrol Board or Pollution Control Commit-
tee, as the case may be, to the operator of a facility or urban local authority, or any other agency responsrbte for
